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Can | Register to Vote?

You can register to vote today if you are...
A U.S. citizen

(118 years old on or before Election Day

e 17-year-olds are eligible to register for a Primary Election if they will be 18 by the General
Election

(dYou must live in your precinct at least 30 days before the election
dYou must not claim the right to vote elsewhere

dYou must not be in prison or jail serving time for a conviction

* Ex-convicts who have completed their sentences and who meet all other requirements listed
above are eligible to register and vote in lllinois

v'Even if your name is not on the
voter list (provisional ballot)

v'If you are in line when the polls
close

v'By secret ballot

v'Take advantage of early, or mail-in
options in lllinois

v'Get help casting your ballot

v'Get a new ballot if you have made
a mistake, before you cast your
ballot
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OBSERVE

v'Ask questions about the
election procedures

v'Watch the election
process

v'Report any problems you
see
